M365 The Essentials webinars As part of the ongoing development of the NHS Scotland M365
environment, NHS Grampian is one of several boards who will be migrating data from existing "on
premises” file shares to modern cloud storage tools such as SharePoint Online and OneDrive. This will
simplify access to data and enable a broader range of ways of working and collaborating with Microsoft
365. To raise awareness of these new applications, webinars for M365 The Essentials will be running
throughout March, open to all NHS staff
